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Dear Families,

A few weeks ago, many of you received our school welcome letter for the upcoming 2021-22 school year.
We are thrilled that students will be coming to full, in-person learning five days per week!

We know that this return to school will not be a return to normal. We expect students, families and staff
will have some anxiety, concerns or even fears about personal safety. We understand these worries and
we are committed to ensuring that Monroe Elementary and San Francisco Unified School District continue
to follow the science and adapt our practices accordingly.

Some families have been reaching out asking great questions. Below are the responses to those
questions. We know that these are not all of the questions you may have, but it is a great first step
towards building confidence as we return back to school.

Question: When does school start and when does school end?
Answer: All San Francisco schools begin on Monday, August 16.
e Before Care Services through the YMCA begin at 7:30. You must register for this with either Karla
Diaz (MonroeFCP@sfusd.edu) or Laura Padilla (padillal@x.sfusd.edu)
Optional student breakfast begins at 8:10 in the cafeteria
Students and families are able to come on campus beginning at 8:25 for supervised intake
At 8:37, the first bell rings. Students line up and families exit the yard
8:40 is when school is officially in session. Students arriving after 8:40 are considered tardy

The school day ends at 2:55pm on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. On Wednesday, the school
day ends at 1:40pm.

Question: Are there after school options for students?

Answer: There are two on-site after school options. For the YMCA Program, please contact Laura or
Karla. For the OST program, please contact Veronica Leiva (LeivaV@sfusd.edu) as soon as possible.
Spaces fill up quickly. If you are unsure of what program would best fit your needs, please connect with
Karla and she will assist you.

Question: Will students eat for free this year? If we do not want school lunch, can we bring our
own lunch from home?

Answer: All students will eat for free in the 2021-22 school year for the optional breakfast, lunch and the
afternoon supper if your child is enrolled in the on-site after school programs! All meals will be in the
cafeteria. Children who come to school with lunch from home should be sure that food is healthy and
balanced.

Question: What happens when someone is sick. Are there safety protocols in place?

Answer: All families must self-screen their students at home for symptoms and stay home if they have
symptoms. The school will not be screening students at entry. There are specific procedures we must
follow to reduce the risk of others becoming sick. The district has mailed information during the week of
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August 2, so please be sure to review that as well. This information will be shared in a separate document
with all families the first week of school.

If your child is going to be absent from school, you must call the office and inform us of the reason why.
Simply put, if your child is sick, keep them home.

Question: Who is required to wear a mask?
Answer: Regardless of vaccination status, anyone on campus is required to wear a face covering which
appropriately covers the nose and mouth.

Question: What does the daily schedule look like? Do students need to bring school supplies or
will those be provided?

Answer: Each teacher is responsible for designing their own instructional schedule with guidance from the
Central Office and school Administration. Teachers will share their specific schedule with you in the first
few weeks of school. During the first few weeks of school, adjustments are made to schedules based on a
variety of factors, including the start of specials like physical education, art, music, and dance, how
students respond to the schedule and routines, and learning the different ways to engage families. Do not
be alarmed if the schedule changes throughout the first few weeks as we adjust to the students returning
to campus. Teachers will share any materials specifically needed for their classrooms, but our school
provides students with what is needed. If you are in need of additional supports or supplies, please

contact our Family Liaisons, Cathy Lan (LanX@sfusd.edu), Angela Calderon (CalderonA@sfusd.edu) or

School Social Worker, Carmen Alvarado (AlvaradoC@sfusd.edu) for resource information.

Question: How do | stay informed about things happening at the school or in the District?
Answer: There are many ways to remain connected. The www.sfusd.edu website provides the most
information about district-wide happenings. At Monroe, we will be reimplementing the following:

Envelope.

e The school Administration will send out monthly newsletters as well as attend all monthly PTA
meetings, monthly School Site Council Meetings/English Learning Advisory Council meetings as
well as host several community meetings throughout the year.

e Affinity groups will be developed specific for our African-American, Latino/a and Asian
communities. If you would like more information about these affinity groups, please contact Cathy,
Angela or Karla.

Question: What does drop off and pick up look like at Monroe? Am | allowed to come on campus?
Answer: If you have never experienced 550 students coming to school at the same time, it is quite an
impressive site to see. Our most vital component to making drop off and pick up go smoothly is through
our strong partnership with our families. For this upcoming school year, we will be implementing options
for families to ease drop off.

Drive thru drop off: This NEW option will be designed for families that drive and want to drop
their students off without coming on campus and will be available at 8:25-8:40. There will be a
drive thru lane on Lisbon Street in the white zone. Once dropped off, students will enter through
the gate on Lisbon Street and this will be a student entrance only. Drivers must follow the
directions of the drive thru monitors and once the students exit the vehicles, the cars must exit the
drive thru once it is safe to do so. Do not wait in the drive thru lane while your child enters
the gate. Students should be able to independently exit the vehicles. Monitors will not be
removing students from the cars. Lisbon Street will be supervised and monitored so students
are accounted for; if you would like to volunteer to help supervise Lisbon Street, please let the
office know. At 8:40, the street will no longer be supervised and the drive thru lane will be closed.
If you arrive to the drive thru lane and the lane is closed, you must circle the block and enter
through the Madrid Street entrance. On rainy days, the drive thru will be closed and students
must enter through open gates on Excelsior or through Madrid Street. Allow extra time for
dropping off on rainy days. This option is dependent on safely following the expectations. If this
becomes unsafe or if families do not adhere to the expectations, this option will no longer be
available so please follow the expected behaviors and safety protocols.

Escorting your students on campus: If you would like to walk with your students to the yard,
please use the Excelsior Street entrance only. If you drive, you will need to find street-legal
parking. Do not double park, park in any of the white zones, or block driveways. You will be
ticketed. Do not bring your pets on campus. Families are able to come on campus and remain
on campus until the first school bell rings at 8:37 am. Again, everyone on campus is required to
wear a mask, covering the nose and mouth, at all times.

Late arrivals: Students that arrive after the bell at 8:40 are considered tardy. Students must enter
through the Madrid Street entrance and students will receive a tardy slip. Do not stand outside the
gate and wait to be let in. Once the bell rings for students to line up at 8:37, families will be asked
to leave the yard. When the second bell rings at 8:40, school has officially started.

For students leaving at the end of the school day, dismissal will happen from the yard. Teachers will
escort their students at the end of the day and families will pick up their students from the yard. Students
and staff will remain on the yard for five minutes after the bell rings and if you arrive after that time, you
must pick your child up from the office.

More information will be coming soon. We know you are excited and anxious - so are we! But, expect
there to be adjustments and changes as we learn from our collective experiences. Stay tuned!

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Hace unas semanas, muchos de ustedes recibieron nuestra carta de bienvenida a la escuela para el proximo
ciclo escolar 2021-22. jEstamos encantados de que los estudiantes regresen al aprendizaje de tiempo
completo y en persona, cinco dias a la semana!

El desayuno es opcional para estudiantes y comienza a las 8:10 en la cafeteria.
Los estudiantes y las familias pueden ingresar al campus a partir de las 8:25 cuando empieza la
supervisioén de entrada.
A las 8:37 suena la primera campana. Los estudiantes hacen fila y las familias salen del patio.
8:40 es cuando la escuela esta oficialmente en sesion. Los estudiantes que llequen después de las
8:40 se consideraran tarde.
La jornada escolar termina a las 2:55 pm los lunes, martes, jueves y viernes. El miércoles, la jornada escolar
termina a la 1:40 pm.

Pregunta: ; Cuadles son las opciones para el programa después de la escuela?

Respuesta: Hay dos opciones para el programa después de escuela. Para el programa YMCA, comuniquese
con Laura o Karla. Para el programa OST, comuniquese con Veronica Leiva (LeivaV@sfusd.edu) lo antes
posible. Los espacios se llenan rapidamente. Si no esta seguro de qué programa se adapta mejor a sus
necesidades, comuniquese con Karla y ella le ayudara.

Pregunta: ;Los estudiantes comeran gratis este afio? Si no queremos el almuerzo escolar, ; podemos
traer nuestro propio almuerzo de casa?

Respuesta: jTodos los estudiantes comeran gratis en el afio escolar 2021-22 para el desayuno opcional, el
almuerzo y la cena, si su hijo esta inscrito en los programas después de escuela! Todas las comidas estaran
en la cafeteria. Los nifios que vienen a la escuela con el almuerzo de casa deben asegurarse de que la
comida sea saludable y equilibrada.

Pregunta: ; Qué sucede cuando alguien esta enfermo? ¢;Existen protocolos de seguridad?

Respuesta: Todas las familias deben autoevaluar a sus estudiantes en casa para detectar sinfomas y
quedarse en casa si los tienen. La escuela no checara a los estudiantes al ingresar. Hay procedimientos
especificos que debemos seguir para reducir el riesgo de que otras personas se enfermen. El distrito envio
informacién por correo durante la semana del 2 de agosto, asi que asegurese de revisar también esta. Mas
informacion se compartira en un documento separado con todas las familias durante la primera semana de
clases.

Question: What does drop off and pick up look like at Monroe? Am | allowed to come on campus?
Pregunta: ; Como es la entrega y recogida en Monroe? ;Puedo entrar al campus?

Respuesta: Si nunca ha experimentado a 550 estudiantes viniendo a la escuela al mismo tiempo, es una
actividad bastante impresionante de ver. Nuestro componente mas vital para hacer que la entrada y la salida
se realicen sin problemas es a través de nuestro trabajo sélido con nuestras familias. Para este proximo afo
escolar, implementaremos opciones para que las familias faciliten la entrega.
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Entrada por el carril de autovil: Esta NUEVA opcién estara disefiada para familias que conducen y
quieren dejar a sus estudiantes sin tener que ingresar al campus y estara disponible a las 8: 25-8:40.
Habra un carril para conducir en la calle Lisbon en la zona blanca. Una vez que los dejen, los
estudiantes entrarén por la puerta de la calle Lisbon y sera solo una entrada para estudiantes. Los
conductores deben sequir las instrucciones de los monitores de drive thru y una vez que los
estudiantes salgan de los vehiculos, los carros deben salir del drive thru una vez que sea seguro
hacerlo. No espere en el carril de drive thru mientras su hijo entra por la puerta. Los estudiantes
deben poder salir de los vehiculos de forma independiente. Los monitores no sacaran a los
estudiantes de los autos. La calle Lisbon sera supervisada y monitoreada para que se tenga en
cuenta a los estudiantes; Si le gustaria ser voluntario para ayudar a supervisar Lisbon Street, por favor
avise a la oficina. A las 8:40, la calle ya no estara supervisada y el carril de acceso directo se cerrara.
Si llega al carril drive thru y el carril esta cerrado, debe rodear la cuadra y entrar por la entrada de la
calle Madrid. En los dias de lluvia, el drive thru estara cerrado y los estudiantes deben ingresar por las
puertas abiertas en Excelsior o por la calle Madrid. Esta opcion depende de seguir con seguridad las
expectativas. Si esto se vuelve inseguro o si las familias no se adhieren a las expectativas, esta
opcion ya no estara disponible, asi que siga los protocolos de seguridad y comportamientos
esperados.

Dejar a sus estudiantes en el campus: Si desea caminar con sus estudiantes al patio, use solo la
entrada de la calle Excelsior. Si conduce, debera encontrar estacionamiento permitido en la calle. No
se estacione en doble fila, no se estacione en ninguna de las zonas blancas ni bloquee los caminos
de entrada. Se le cobrara una multa. No traiga a sus mascotas al campus. Las familias pueden venir
al campus y permanecer en él hasta que suene la primera campana de la escuela a las 8:37 am.
Nuevamente, cualquier persona en el campus debe usar una mascara que cubra la nariz y la boca en
todo momento.

Llegadas tarde: Los estudiantes que lleguen después de que suene la campana a las 8:40 se
consideraran tarde. Los estudiantes deben ingresar por la entrada de la calle Madrid y los estudiantes
recibiran un pase de tardanza. No se quede afuera de la puerta y espere a que lo dejen entrar. Una
vez que suene la campana para que los estudiantes se alineen a las 8:37, se les pedira a las familias
que salgan del patio. Cuando suena la segunda campana a las 8:40, la escuela ha comenzado
oficialmente.

Para los estudiantes que se van al final del dia escolar, la salida sera desde el patio. Los maestros
acompafiaran a sus estudiantes al final del dia y las familias recogeran a sus estudiantes en el patio. Los
estudiantes y el personal permaneceran en el patio durante cinco minutos después de que suene la campana

y si llega después de esa hora, debe recoger a su hijo en la oficina.
